· A comprehensive understanding of the subject matter areas in BOLD above are considered essential for police and other examiners responsible for conducting examinations of subjects and reported victims of sex offenses.  If offenders are not caught, there is little chance they will become “post conviction” sex offenders.
· If special considerations are not taken when testing reported victims of serious sex offenses, one can expect to get a “false positive” (calling a true victim deceptive).
